John Earl, son of Williaem, who was the son of Henry Earl, was born
Septs. 8, 1827 in Scarborongh, York County, Cntario, Upper Canada, near
presaent Toronto, Canada., Rheumina Wilson, John's wife to be, was
bern in Perryvi '31@, Green Township, Chio, Feb. 28, 1829, Your writer
has no further information of hsr until after her merriage to John
Earl,

Jehn Barl disd July 13, 1908 in Fielding, Utah and wes buried in
Farmington Cemetery, Davis County, Utah. Eheumina Wilson Earl died
Dsc, 16, 1904 in Farmington and was buried beside her husband.

Willim and Sarah Syphers Barl,; John's parents, joined the Mormon
Church in Scarboreugh, Canada in .L836 and shortly thersafter tlﬂay

moved to Kirtlen jlg Onhio, In 1835 John wss nine years old. dJuly &,
18;8 John's pare mts and their nine children left Kirtland, Ohio, as
s part of the i“t,lanei Camp. There wera 529 members of this group.
After a very stremucus journey of 870 miles the group arrived in Far
West, Miszouri Qct. 2, 3838. Two days later they were in Adam-ondi-
Abman where the family may have lived far- scme time.

Willism Parl {John's fathsr) was & Nauvoo tax payer 1839 to 1844,
His "eubstantizl® home was built on Iot #3 Block 28 on the Church
Property Plat and at the interssctlion of Durphy and Carles Streets.

At the coming of Jelmstons Avmy to Uta‘q, Jomn moved his family to
Smithfield, Uteh, and hers thelr daughter Mery wes born Setp. 23, 1860.
They were back in Farmington for the birth of their last four children,
Lounise in 1862, Charles Wilson, 1865, Jane Elzade 1859 and Mildred in
1872, Mildred died April 14, 1884, During hi years in Farmington, -;oh.b
acquired & famm Socuth and West of the town. I have no information
indicating the acreage but with the coming of the Utah Central R.R. be
was paid $250.00 for a Right-of-Way accros his preperty.
